Position Summary:


This role consists of managing all technical production elements for HIT Productions whilst touring. Pre-production duties include the understanding and familiarisation of established lighting and set designs for remounts and the operation of lighting for new productions. Touring duties include driving the truck (up to 5 tonnes) as required to scheduled venues, supervision of the bump in/out and assistance and instruction to local venue staff. All technical lighting requirements, checking the pre rig, additional set ups, focus and operation of lighting desk, as well as audio levels and communication systems, hire and return of additional equipment and maintenance of set on tour. Other duties related to the effective running of the tour as required by the Production Manager or Producer. In addition, the touring technician will be required to keep to effective touring schedules, and budgets, including the collection and return of receipts, support administration and logistics personnel on touring requirements and attendance at production meetings.  The Touring technician directly reports to the Production Manager and consults on technical specifications in venues. Upon finalisation of the tour the touring technician assists the correct return and storage of sets, costumes and company property.  

Selection Criteria:

Essential

1. A demonstrated ability to provide direction to theatre personnel.

2. Past experience and a demonstrated ability in technical production.

3. High level problem solving skills and the ability to demonstrate initiative think flexibly and tailor solutions to un-expected situations. 

4. Good communication and teamwork skills. 

5. Demonstrated experience and commitment to providing a high level of service.

6. A demonstrated ability to read lighting plans and set drawings.

7. A demonstrated understanding of set construction.

8. A demonstrated understanding of lighting as well as lighting and sound equipment.

9. Knowledge and Experience with Horizon software packages.

10. Knowledge and Experience with Word, Excel, Outlook and Access packages.

11. Licence to drive up to and including a 5 tonne truck. (HIT can assist with this)

12.  A demonstrated ability to manage budgets.

Non-essential

· A Qualification in technical production will be considered an advantage.

· Touring knowledge and past experience will be considered an advantage.

· A knowledge of CAD would be considered an advantage

· The touring technician must be prepared to spend any combination of the above weeks away from home.
